Helpful Background:  Instructions For Selection Committee

Thank you for serving on the Governor’s Institutes selection committee.  Because the Institutes offer extraordinary opportunities for advanced study, education and career counseling, and because only a few students can attend each Institute each year, the task of selection is a crucial and responsible one.

Selection of students should be based on their motivation and interests, as evidenced in the applications and recommendations.  The Institutes are a means of expanding opportunities for students, and while we expect that many of the participants will have had some training in the area of the Institute, we hope many will have first-time experiences.

Though students who have completed ninth grade are eligible for all the Institutes, we encourage you to give priority to the older students who will not have another opportunity.  We try to accept two students in the Arts, one in either Science or Engineering, and one in either Asian Cultures or Current Issues PLUS, we have 30 spaces for top Math students and 40 spaces for students in Information Technology. We encourage you to nominate students to all Institutes because there is sometimes space to accept additional nominees.
Students may attend more than one summer Institute, but not in the same year.  

No student may attend the same Institute twice.

Each member of the Selection Committee should be thoroughly familiar with information about the Institutes before considering applications.

Your task is to:

Review Institutes information and instructions

Review all applications

Select at least six students as primary nominees for GIV consideration:  (2) Arts, (1) Science or Engineering and (1) Current Issues or Asian Cultures, (1) Math, and (1) Information Technology

 (We try hard and are usually quite successful at placing students in their first choice program)

Prioritize your list of other nominees who may be accepted if there is space

Return applications from all nominees (with the new $25 application fee from each student) to Governor’s Institutes by April 1

We realize the selection process is time-consuming and are deeply grateful for the attention each member of the committee gives their assignment.  Your care in choosing students assures the Institutes’ high quality participation and impact.  Thank you!
